Characteristics of Shimadzu Pola-
rograph.

(1) The mgin parts of our pola-
rograph, i.e. galvanometer, stan-
dard cell and transformer etc,

.are all encased in a compact ho-
using, so that the whole polaro-
graph may require a little space.

(2) The front panel and side
panel are all made of thick bla-
ck ebonite plate and the wiring
is covered by vinyi chloride so
that the insuration may be per-
fect. As a result of the above
perfect insuration, you can work
with the polarograph even in the
dense moisture, such as of rainy
days.

(3) The experimental work with
the apparatus require no dark
room, excepting the handling of
photo-recording paper, e. g. its

exchange and its developing.
