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Climate change is arguably the worst threat to global stability in the
21°" Century, due to its impact on all sectors of society, ranging from
health to infrastructure. Hence, successfully adapting to climate change
requires a holistic, sector—wide approach.

In this study, it is assumed that promoting the practice of mainstreaming
climate change adaptation into overall development planning, decision—making
and implementation is the most effective way for adapting to climate change
impacts. Mainstreaming is defined as “the process by which development
policies, programmes and projects are (re)designed, (re)organised, and
evaluated from the perspective of climate change mitigation and adaptation.
The goal is to assess the impact on the vulnerability of people and the
sustainability of development pathways. Mainstreaming also implies
involving all social actors.” Findings indicate that mainstreaming has
become a policy process among donors and recipient countries, but a high
number of barriers remain.

A thorough analysis of mainstreaming climate change adaptation is covered
in the following 9 chapters. Chapter 1 reviews the background, key problems
and hypothesis, and introduces the research questions and approach of this
study.

Chapter 2 presents the theoretical framework, methodology and methods of
data collection. It also provides a justification for the choice of this
case study. It further explains that the case study is conducted on three
levels: the macro-level or the donor-level (with a focus on the Japan
International Cooperation Agency), the meso—level or the level of the
national government, and the micro-level or sub—national level (with a focus
on Can Tho City).

Chapter 3 reviews the science of climate change and places the concepts
into the broader context of (sustainable) development, vulnerability and
adaptation, thereby emphasising that climate change has an encompassing
impact on all sectors of society. Furthermore, means for funding adaptation,
typologies of adaptation, its stakeholders and limits of adaptation are
discussed.

Chapter 4 introduces the analytical tool for this study, which is termed




the Policy Arrangements Approach (PAA). PAA considers mainstreaming as a new
policy arrangement, while looking at this arrangement from four dimensions:
discourse, actors, rules and resources. Moreover, for each dimension
respectively, a number of primary and secondary indicators are developed for
measuring mainstreaming.

Chapters 5, 6 and 7 are the case study chapters, dealing respectively
with macro—, meso—, and micro—level. These three case study chapters produce
the three key findings for each level: (1) mainstreaming scores a medium
outcome at the macro—level, where a lack of coordination among stakeholders
is the greatest barrier, as Chapter 5 discusses; (2) on the meso-level,
sectoral fragmentation among the various ministries is the most important
impediment to effective mainstreaming, which results in the lowest outcome
among the three levels, which Chapter 6 examines; (3) mainstreaming shows
the highest results at micro—level, where the means for coordination among
different stakeholders and the sector-wide approach are developed in most
detail, as set out in Chapter 7.

Chapter 8 syntheses all research results and highlights the central
finding of this research, which indicates that among all three levels the
importance of mainstreaming is understood however, the practice of
mainstreaming in Vietnam remains an unfamiliar process, of which a high
number of impediments is evidence. In this chapter, the four—step

‘mainstreamed policy dialogue’ tool to overcome the barriers to
mainstreaming with a special entrepreneurial role for donors is proposed.
Thorough application of the mainstreamed policy dialogue would lead to a
fully ‘mainstreamed’ situation in which each element of development takes
into consideration whether it will jeopardise adaptive responses or whether
it will be threatened by future climatic changes.

In conclusion, Chapter 9 presents a synopsis of the findings, returning
to the original research questions, set out in Chapter 1, and briefly

examining how these have been addressed throughout the thesis.
